At the beginning of the school year 2019/2020, secondary schools were
attended by 37,206 pupils. Compared to the beginning of the school year 2018/2019,
there were 1,293 pupils fewer, which represented a decrease by 3.4%.

The share of female pupils in the total number of pupils was 50.3%.
Vocational technical schools were attended by 61.7% of pupils, while 20.9% of pupils
attended grammar schools and 16.2% of them attended vocational schools.

Data on secondary education for adults are presented as at the beginning
of the school year 2019/2020 based on the data submitted by the Republika Srpska
Institute of Adult Education. Data are presented in their aggregated form for both
vocational technical and vocational schools.

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METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS

Data in this Release were obtained through an electronic questionnaire which
was completed by all regular secondary schools and secondary schools for children
with special needs, as well as by the Institute of Adult Education, which keeps records
of secondary education for adults.

Each secondary school and secondary school centre completed a separate
electronic questionnaire for each type of school in its composition. Data on teachers,
other staff and number of computers are presented at the level of the school with the
highest number of pupils.

Since school year 2010/2011, religious schools last five years and fifth grade
pupils and classes are shown together with the fourth grade

Compared to former printed questionnaires, most tables refer to the beginning
of the school year 2019/2020, as on 25t September 2019.

The electronic questionnaire is in line with the methodologies of EUROSTAT,
UNESCO and OECD.
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
