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PREFACE

We present to you the seventeenth edition of the Statistical Yearbook. This is the most complex publication of the
Institute, both in terms of its scope and the amount of effort invested in its preparation. The most telling illustration of this claim
lies in the fact that this capital publication comprises nearly 600 pages and that a large number of our staff members participated
in its development.

Data of relevance for Republika Srpska are presented in a systematic manner across 31 chapters, so that every user
can easily find the information they require. Indicators are provided in the form of tables and graphs, with multi-year data series.
Each chapter begins with a methodological explanation, including definitions, sources and the method of data collection,
essential for a more comprehensive understanding of each thematic area.

This year's edition has been enriched with data from the domain of the European System of Integrated Social Protection
Statistics (ESSPROS). This is a harmonised system that serves as a tool for analysing and comparing financial flows in the field
of social protection, aiming to offer a comprehensive overview of social protection benefits.

The publication is continuously being expanded and improved and represents a specialised edition containing data
necessary for understanding and monitoring the situation and changes in Republika Srpska. The data in the Statistical Yearbook,
as well as in our other publications, have been collected, processed and published in strict adherence to European and
international statistical standards.

Significant contributions to the publication have also been made by other authorised producers of statistics, thanks to
whom the content is so extensive. We invite all users to take part in the creation of the Statistical Yearbook by sharing their
feedback, suggestions and comments.

We endeavour to ensure that the richness of the content is accompanied by an appropriate design. This year's cover is
dedicated to the Serbian spruce (Picea omorika), an endemic and protected species found only in Serbia and Republika Srpska,
and therefore internationally known as the Serbian spruce. This year marks the 150th anniversary of the discovery of this
fascinating plant, which survived the Ice Age and is considered a living fossil. Characterised by its slender shape and pyramid-
like crown, it can grow over 40 metres in height, and one such specimen grows in close proximity to the Institute’s headquarters.
