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Industrial production realised in the period January -
December 2012, compared to the same period of the previous year,
was 4.2% lower. Industrial production covers 27 industrial divisions
and a decrease was recorded in 18 of those. A decrease in industrial
production was strongly influenced by decrease in production in
Electricity, gas and hot water supply (division 40), Mfr. of basic
metals (division 27), Mining of coal and lignite, extraction of peat
(division 10), Mfr. of other non-metallic mineral products (division
26), Mfr. of textiles (division 17), Mfr. of wearing apparel, dressing
and dyeing of fur (division 18) and production in Other mining and
quarrying (division 14).

By economic purpose of industrial products in the period
January — December 2012, compared to the same period of the
previous year, production of non - durable consumer goods was
3.3% lower, energy 4.5% lower and intermediate goods 7.9% lower,
while production of capital goods was 14.0% higher and of durable
consumer goods 0.1% higher.

Inadustrial production realised in December 2012, compared
to the average monthly production in 2011, was 3.2% higher,
compared to November 2012 it was 0.7% higher, while compared to
the same month of 2011 it was 1.5% lower.

Data presented in this Bulletin were obtained through the
Monthly Report on Industry (IND-1). The report IND-1 is submitted
by sample enterprises whose principal activity according to the
Classification of activities is classified into the following sections:
Mining and quarrying, Manufacturing and Electricity, gas and water
supply. Industrial units of non-industrial enterprises are also covered
by the sample.

Industrial production covers total production in natural form,
regardless of product being manufactured further in total or partially
in an enterprise or being delivered out of the enterprise. Unfinished
products are not included in the volume of finished products before
reaching a certain phase in the process of production, determined by
the Nomenclature as a special product with certain code and name.

Index of industrial production presents results of overall
industrial activity. At the same time, account of index of industrial
production represents a generalisation and aggregation of a large
number of data on special products. Index of industrial production
represents summary results of activities of all divisions and industry
as a whole.

Methodology used for calculating indices of industrial
production is based on the recommendations of EUROSTAT which
refer to short-term statistics.

Indices of industrial production are calculated using the
Laspeyres’s formula, as well as base prices and weights based on
the value added from 2005.

Monthly indices present the real achieved production in

certain month from which seasonal and monthly variations, caused
by varying number of working days, are not eliminated.

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In the fourth quarter of 2012, total purchase and sale of
agricultural, forestry and fishery products amounted to 99 801 600
KM, out of which value of sale from own production of business
entities and their parts was 72 172 106 KM (72.3%) and value of
purchase of agricultural products from individual producers was 27
629 494 KM (27.7%).

In the fourth quarter of 2012, compared to the same quarter
of 2011, total sale and purchase value was 9.8% higher, with the
sale value being 8.8% higher and purchase value 12.8% higher.

Data on purchase and sale of agricultural, forestry and
fishery products were obtained through the Quarterly report on
purchase of agricultural products from individual producers (TRG-
31), Quarterly report on realisation of agricultural products from own
production of agricultural enterprises and co-operatives (PO-TRG-
33), and Quarterly report on realised value of sale and average
prices of forest assortments (SUM-33).

Value of sale is calculated on the basis of producers’ selling
prices, while value of purchase is calculated on the basis of prices
paid by purchase enterprises to individual producers for purchased
products. Value of sale and value of purchase do not cover: VAT,
price of packaging, transportation costs, keeping and storage costs,
rebate, prescribed bonuses, subventions and other money incentives
producers get for delivered products.

Data on sale and prices of products of forestry are published
for the first time.

Data given in this Review were obtained through the
Monthly report on construction work (GRAD-21). GRAD-21 is
submitted by business entities whose predominant activity,
according to the Classification of activities based on NACE Rev 1.1 is
in the sector F—-Construction, as well as by construction units which
are in composition of non-construction business entitfes.

Monthly report on construction covers business entities
whose annual value of performed work is higher than or equal to
500 000 KM.

Value of performed work value is based on current prices
and presents accounted value of performed work, not the value of
work for which payments were collected.

Average number of workers on construction sites is formed
on the base of the state in the reporting quarter. It does not include
workers engaged in administrative and engineer-technical work.

Total performed effective hours are based on performed
hours in regular and overtime work (no administrative and engineer-
technical hours), regardless of whether they are paid by hour, norm
or chord.

Number of completed dwellings include dwellings in new
buildings, new dwellings constructed later as parts of old buildings,
as well as awellings that are a result of the conversion of non
residential facilities into residential ones.

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In railway transport, in the period October - December 2012,
amount of transported goods increased by 20% in comparison with
the same period of the previous year, while performed tonne
kilometres increased by 40,3%. At the same time, number of
transported passengers increased by 50%, and realised passenger-
kilometres by 40.7%.

In road transport of goods, in the period October - December
2012, compared to the same period of the previous year, transported
goods increased by 11.4%, while performed kilometres decreased by
1.3%, and performed tonne-kilometres by 11.7%.

Performed kilometres of vehicles in passenger transport were
3.5% lower, number of transported passengers was 2.7% lower and
performed passenger kilometres were 13% lower.

In municipal transport, number of transported passengers
decreased by 0.1% and performed kilometres by 5.5%.

During the period October - December 2012, volume of
postal activities, in comparison with the same period in 2011,
increased by 11.9% for letters, while it decreased by 3.8% for
parcels.

General definitions for transport

The term transport in traffic means transport of passengers
and goods from place of loading/embarkment to place of unloading/
disembarkment.

Passenger kilometre represents transportation of one
passenger over a distance of one kilometre.

Tonne kilometre represents transportation of one tonne of
goods over the distance of one kilometre.

Railway transport

Data on transported passengers and goods, as well as data
on realised passenger and tonne kilometres, were obtained through
the quarterly report submitted by the enterprise 'Zeljeznice
Republike Srpske”, A.D.

Road transport

Road transport data refer to enterprises engaged in road
transport activity, transport of passengers and goods in domestic
and international transport.

The term does not cover transport of passengers and goods
that enterprises perform for their own needs, by their transport
means.

Municipal transport

Municipal transport refers to transport of passengers that
has been performed by enterprises registered in that area.

Post services

Data on post services on the territory of Republika Srpska
were obtained through the quarterly report submitted by the
enterprise 'Preduzece za postanski saobracaj Republike Srpske’,
A.D.

Letter and parcel mail in domestic and international traffic
refer to mail sent and received without transit.

Payment system covers credit and debit entry on the gyro
accounts, saving books, and other, done by post order forms.

Telegrams cover deliveries in domestic and international
traffic, including transit,

Turnover in wholesale in Republika Srpska in the fourth
quarter of 2012, compared to the same period of 2011, was 0.7%
higher.

Turnover in retail trade in Republika Srpska, in the fourth
quarter of 2012, compared to the same period of 2011, was
2.9% higher.

Private butcheries, bakeries and trade shops are not covered
by these data.

Data published in this review were obtained through the
Quarterly report on turnover in wholesale and retail trade (TRG—-15),
and all enterprises engaged in wholesale and retail trade of goods
are covered by the review.

Wholesale turnover of goods refers to sale of goods to retail
trade and large consumers - production and other enterprises and
Institutions buying goods for processing, finalisation or for their own
consumption. Wholesale turnover of goods includes sale from
consignment storage sites and transit sale turnover (if it is entered
in account books of the seller).

Retail trade turnover of goods refers to sale of goods to final
consumers, primarily to population for personal consumption and
household use, and to private entrepreneurs for performing their
activity (agriculture, arts and crafts, etc.).

In 2012, compared to 2011, total value of exported goods
decreased by 7.3%.

The value of imported goods realised in 2012, decreased by
2.0% compared with the previous year.

In the structure of foreign trade the most involved country
among given countries in export was Italy with 16.0%, and in import
Serbia with 17.2%.

The value of goods exported to Austria increased by 13.6%
and to Italy by 2.1%, whereas value of goods exported to Hungary
decreased by 29.5%, to Serbia by 22.3%, to Germany by 5.6%, to
Croatia by 3.8% and to Slovenia by 1.3%.

The value of goods imported from Hungary increased by
18.9%, from Germany by 13.2% and from Italy by 6.7%, whereas
value of goods imported from Croatia decreased by 14.9%, from
Serbia by 6.4%, from Austria by 2.1% and from Slovenia 1.9%.

Source of data for external trade statistics is the Single
Administrative Document on export and import of goods.

Content of the custom declaration is an international
standard and it is adjusted to its multiple users of data. Indirect
Taxation Authority is responsible for collection and control of the
validity of custom declarations. Republika Srpska Institute of
Statistics takes over reviewed customs declarations prepared for
automatic data processing from the Indirect Taxation Authority, and
performs  further statistical analysis according to the basic
methodological recommendations of the Eurostat.

For statistical aggregated presentation and publishing of
data on external trade, Standard International Trade Classification
(SITC Rev. 4) and the Classification of Activities harmonised with
NACE rev. 2 Statistical Classification of Economic Activities in the
European Community are used. For collecting data on external
trade, the Harmonised System of the International Council of
Customs Cooperation is referred to, and the national Customs Tariffs
based on it, respectively.

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TOURISM

Tourism activity measured by number of tourist nights in
2012 was 2.4% higher compared to 2011. In spa resorts 256 700
tourist nights were realised, which was a decrease by 0.9%
compared to 2011. In other tourist resorts 219 061 tourist nights
were realised, which was an increase by 0.7% compared to 2011.
Number of tourist nights in mountain resorts increased by 20.5%.

Data in this Release were obtained through the Monthly
report on tourists and nights (TU-11), provided by hotel and
restaurant enterprises and other enterprises, business entities and
organisations that provide services of guests' accommodation.

Guest books maintained by catering enterprises and other
enterprises, business entities and organisations that provide services
of guests' accommodation are the main source of data for the report
TU-11. This report covers number of tourist arrivals and nights, but
not number of tourists.

A tourist is any person traveling to a place other than that of
his/her usual place of residence and spending at least one night in a
hotel, restaurant or some other accommodation establishment, and
whose main purpose of visit may be one of the following: holiday,
business (congresses, fairs and expositions, missions of international
organisations etc.), health, participation in sports etc.

A guest's country of residence is determined according to
citizenship stated in the passport or any other relevant travel
document.

HOTELS AND RESTAURANTS

Turnover in the 4" quarter of 2012 compared to the 3°
quarter of 2012 was 12.2% lower.

Turnover in the 4 quarter of 2012 compared to the 4"
quarter of 2011 was 4.0% higher.

Data on turnover in hotels and restaurants were obtained
through the Quarterly report of hotels and restaurants (UG-11)
provided by catering enterprises and other enterprises performing
hotel and restaurant activity.

Turnover in hotels and restaurants represents calculated
accounting value of performed catering services (accommodation,

food, drinks) and other services, usually performed in hotels and
restaurants. VAT is included in value of performed services.

These data do not include private catering establishments.

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DEFINTION OF CONSUMER PRICE INDEX

Consumer Price Index represents a measure of average
price changes of products (goods and services) which consumers
buy for their personal needs.

Consumer Price Index with temporary reduction of prices is
a unique index of consumer prices, and it is calculated using
temporarily lowered prices, in accordance with the EU regulation
No. 2602/2000.

Purpose

Consumer Price Index is used as a measure of inflation, as
an indicator of values of contracts with index clauses, and it also
serves as a deflator of final consumer purchasing power. It is used
in inflation comparison between regions as well.

Sample

In Republika Srpska, Consumer Price Index calculation is
based on the respresentative list of products, which in year 2012
consists of 599 products. Each month more than 9 000 prices are
collected in accordance with the defined sample of retail stores and
cities.

- Geographic Sample: prices are collected on six locations
(cities): Banja Luka, Bijeljina, Doboj, Istocno Sarajevo, Prijedor and
Trebinje.

- Product Sample: Sample consists of the most
important products and services which residents buy for their final
spending needs. Sample of goods and services is regularly revised
as there is need to have the representative list of products, and it
/s in accordance with the cosumers' choice and their shopping
habits.

Price Collection

All prices are collected in accordance with previously defined
schedule of stores and specifications of products/services. Based on
these information, price collectors choose a specific product for which
they would collect price at the specific place, in accordance with the
most sold product criterion. In order to ensure that price collectors
each month collect prices of the same products, and to allow for
monitoring of products for which prices are collected, it is essential
that price collectors complete the questionnaire on all necessary
characteristics of products, as well as information on possible
substitutions, if there are any. This way of price collection enables
tracking of price changes between two periods.

For the Consumer Price Index, price collection is conducted
on the following days in a month:

- for agricultural products at public markets, prices are
collected twice a month in the first and third week of each month;

- for all other products, in accordance with important EU
regulations, prices are collected once a month (between 1st and 21st of
each month), and the same defined schedule and process of collecting
these prices are strongly ensured and repeated.

Weights

Weights used for calculation of the Consumer Price Index
represent structure of average consumer spending, that is, they show
relative participation of chosen products and services in total purchasing
process.

The main source of data for calculation of weights for
Consumer Price Index is the Household Budget Survey. For
calculating the Consumer Price Index since January 2011 the
weilghts used have been the ones based on the Household Budget
Survey from year 2007. Each year weights are adjusted in
accordance with price fluctuations of the previous year.

Classification

For calculating the Consumer Price Index it is also necessary
to use a classification of individual consumption (Classification of
Individual Consumption by Purpose - COICOP), which divides
products and services into twelve basic divisions for which indices
are calculcated.

Aggregation

For calculating the Consumer Price Index, it is necessary to
calculate elementary indices (product indices) and indices of
representative items at the level of towns first. For this, geometric
mean is used as a measure of average value. Aggregate indices are
then calculcated using the Laspeyres formula for weighted
arithmetic area, beginning with the lowest index of representative
fitems, towards the level of total index for Republika Srpska. Basis of
reference for calculating the index is year 2010.

Other definitions

Product: any kind of product or service for personal needs
which can be bought; group name for products and services.

Representative item: product on the lowest level of
aggregation for which the weight can be assessed.

Change of rate: rate of change of prices in a specific
(reference) period.

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DEFINITION OF PRODUCER PRICE INDEX

Producer Price Index of industrial products is a short-term
statistical indicator which shows the dynamics of industrial products
price changes.

Producer selling price of industrial products is a price for
which a producer sells his products to the regular customers on
domestic market at maximum volume, franco loaded into the
wagon (truck) at the producer’s location.

This price includes reimbursement in case the producer
realises it, and excludes commercial rebate and discount the seller
gives to the buyer, as well as VAT and excise.

Coverage and classification

Producer Prices of industrial products are collected according
to the representative list of products which in 2012 consists of 408
products. Each month 1 034 prices are collected.

The most important products by industrial sections are
covered,

Questionnaire on producer prices is submitted monthly by 283
chosen enterprises. These are the largest producers, that is, those that
have the largest realisation by industrial sections.

Classification of industrial products s based on the
Nomenclature of Industrial Products in BH 2005. (Official Gazette of
BH, No.19/06 from 20.03.2006) which is based on PRODCOM list
2005.

Weights

Weights used for calculation of the Producer Price Index
represent relative participation of chosen products in the total value of
sale ofi ndustrial products on domestic market.

Main source of data for weights calculation is the Annual
Industry Report IND-21 from 2006.

Scheme of weights is changed every five years, while each
year weights are corrected for the growth of prices occuring during
previous year.

Aggregation

When calculating the Producer Price Index it is necessary to
calculate elementary indices on the level of products (EPIL), which
represent ratio between the current price and the base price
(December of the previous year). Here, simple geometric mean is used
as a measure of the average value.

From elementary indlices on the level of products we calculate
aggregate indices, that is, indices of class, division, subsection, section,
as well as the total index, using Laspeyres's formula for weighted
arithmetic mean.

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The average gross wage per employee in December 2012
in Republika Srpska was 1 349 KM, and the average net wage per
employee was 818 KM.

By section, the average net wage varied from 1 314 KM in
Financial intermediation to 544 KM in Hotels and restaurants.

The average paid net wage in October 2012, compared to
September 2012, was nominally 1.7% higher and really 0.6%
higher. In November 2012, compared to October 2012, the average
paid net wage was nominally 0.2% higher and really 0.4% higher.
Compared to the previous month, the average net wage paid in
December 2012, was nominally and really 0.1% lower.

Compared to the average net wage paid in 2011, the
average net wage paid in October 2012 was nominally 1.1% higher
and really 1.9% lower. The average net wage paid in November
2012, compared to the average net wage paid in 2011, was
nominally 1.2% higher and really 1.5% lower. The average net
wage paid in December 2012, compared to the average net wage
paid in 2011, was nominally 1.1% higher and really 1.6% lower.

Data were obtained through the Monthly statistical report on
employees and their wages (RAD—-1). Monthly averages of gross and
net wages per employee are presented, as well as their nominal
growth expressed in indices. Average wages are given in KM, and
they represent the guotient between total paid wages and number
of paid employees these wages refer to.

In analysis of data on wages, it should be noted that delay
in payment of wages causes difficulties in statistical observation of
wage movements due to different number of payments in a
particular month, as well as because of payments for different time
periods.

Real index of average net wage is a ratio between nominal
index of average net wage and consumer price index.

Wages of employees cover salaries for work in full time,
part time and overtime work, payments for paid but not worked
hours (annual leave, national holidays, paid leave, paid leave for
vocational training, work interruptions without employees’ fault,
sick-leave paid by employer, etc.), and payments for previous
months executed during the reporting month.

Wages of employees do not cover other personal income
such as meal cost, transport to/from work place, recourse, solidarity
help and one-off financial aid, etc. Payments according to temporary
and periodical work contracts, fees for copyrighted work, retirement
bonus, jubilee rewards and other benefits to employees are not
covered. Also, wages do not include payments for sick leave that are
not paid by the employer.
