INTRODUCTION

Monthly Statistical Review is a comprehensive general publication which, in one
place, provides a series of the most significant indicators of the development of
Republika Srpska, which are of utmost importance for the statistical system and
which users find the most interesting.

Monthly Statistical Review presents data systematised into 12 statistical fields.
These fields are mostly standard contents, which are also presented in similar
publications of the neighbouring countries. Data are presented as monthly,
quarterly and annual data.

The data presented in this Review are official statistical data which are collected and
processed in accordance with the Statistical Programme of Republika Srpska. In
addition to the data collected and processed by the Republika Srpska Institute of
Statistics, data obtained from the Employment Office are also published in the Review
twice a year, in January and August.

Monthly data of external trade statistics are preliminary data and any corrections
made are indicated in the Review in which these corrections were made.

Tables present main data for the current period with a comparative review of
data from the previous period, in order to meet basic needs of a wide range of
users.

Annual series cover the last five consecutive years, quarterly series cover eight
consecutive quarters, while monthly series cover a thirteen-month period from
the current and previous year.

Using the index method, tables and graphs show relative changes in the values
of characteristics at various time points, as original series. Cyclic and seasonal
components are presented in some of the chapters, using the method of time
series decomposition.

Data presented by specific level of the activity classification are given in
accordance with the KD BiH 2010 which is in its content and structure fully
harmonised with the Statistical Classification of Economic Activities NACE Rev.2.

NATURAL MOVEMENTS

In the fourth quarter of 2023, the number of registered livebirths in Republika
Srpska was 2,127, while there were 3,341 death cases. Compared to the same
period of 2022, in the fourth quarter of 2023 the number of registered livebirths
decreased by 0.7%, while the number of deaths decreased by 3.7%. In the fourth
quarter of 2023, the number of registered marriages decreased by 1.4% and the
number of divorces decreased by 5.2% in comparison with the same period of
2022.

Data on births, deaths and marriages are obtained from the registry offices, while
the competent courts provide data on divorces.

Birth statistics covers live births and stillbirths. Death statistics covers each death
case. Marriage statistics covers marriages concluded in a legal manner, i.e.
marriages entered into the marriages register. Divorce statistics covers all
marriages divorced by final court order from a competent court.

Presented quarterly data on the number of live births, deceased persons,
marriages and divorces represent the total number of registered cases in the
registry offices and courts of Republika Srpska. Annual data are shown by place
of usual residence.

In the fourth quarter of 2023, Republika Srpska recorded fewer immigration than
emigration cases, namely there were 59 immigrants fewer.

The administrative source of data for the survey on internal migrations of
population of Republika Srpska is the Agency for Identification Documents,
Registers and Data Exchange of Bosnia and Herzegovina.

The legal obligation of the registration/cancellation of the place of residence is
stipulated in the Law on Permanent and Temporary Residence of Citizens of
BH (“Official Gazette of BH", No. 32/01). The Republika Srpska Institute of
Statistics takes over quarterly breakdowns of the registrations/cancellations of
the place of residence at the Republika Srpska level from the Agency for
Identification Documents, Registers and Data Exchange of Bosnia and
Herzegovina.

Preliminary data published in this Review cover population movements on the
territory of Republika Srpska, based on the relations between
registrations/cancellations of the place of residence of citizens of Republika
Srpska, the FBH and BH.

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Average net wage paid in February 2024 amounted to 1,392 KM and it was
nominally 6.1% higher and really 5.6% higher in comparison with the previous
month. Compared to the same month of the previous year, average net wage
was nominally 10.8% higher and really 7.8% higher.

Average gross wage paid in February 2024 amounted to 2,129 KM and it was
nominally 6.4% higher and really 5.9% higher in comparison with the previous
month.

The highest average net wage in February 2024, by section of economic
activities, was paid in the section Financial and insurance activities and it
amounted to 1,786 KM, while the lowest one was paid in the section
Construction 1,085 KM.

In February 2024, compared to January 2024, a nominal increase in net wages
was recorded in all sections of economic activity, with the highest increase
being recorded in the sections Water supply; sewerage, waste management
and remediation activities 13.5%, Administrative and support service activities
12.7% and Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles 11.6%.

Data on average wages were obtained through the Monthly report on
employees and their wages, RAD-1, submitted by business entities and their
units in composition, regardless of their form of organisation and type of
ownership. The existing financial and bookkeeping documentation and
personnel records are used as the basis for obtaining data.

Monthly statistical activity on employees and their wages (RAD-1), based on
which the data on paid wages are collected, is carried out on a sample covering
approximately 70% of the total number of employees of business entities. The
criteria used to select units for the sample are the following: municipality,
section of the Classification of Economic Activities and business entity size,
defined based on the number of employees. Since the framework is not
complete, as it is based on an administrative source, entrepreneurs are not
covered by the monthly sample.

Average gross and net wages represent a quotient between total paid wages
in @ month and number of employees paid in the reference month. Nominal
index of average net wages represents a ratio between nominal amounts of
average netwages in certain observation periods. Real index is a ratio between
the nominal index of average net wages and the consumer price index in a
given period.

Gross wages and net wages cover salaries for full time, part time and overtime
work, payments from business entity resources for paid but not worked hours,
such as annual leave, national holidays and days off as prescribed by law, paid
leave, paid leave for vocational training, work interruptions without employees'
fault and sick-leave paid by employer.

Gross wages and net wages do not cover other personal income, such as
money for luncheon vouchers, transport to/ffrom work place, recourse,
solidarity aid and one-off financial aid, etc. Payments based on contracts for
temporary and occasional jobs, author compensations, severance pays,
jubilee benefits, and other benefits to employees are not covered. Also, wages
do not include payments for sick leave that are not paid by the employer.

In the fourth quarter of 2023, compared to the fourth quarter of 2022, an
increase by 2.4% was recorded in real Gross domestic product.

By section of the Classification of Economic Activities aggregated at the level
A10, in the fourth quarter of 2023, real growth in Gross value added was
recorded in the following sections: : (K) Financial and insurance activities by
10.4%, (J) Information and communication by 9.3%, (M,N) Professional,
scientific and technical activities; Administrative and support service activities
by 9.0%, while a real decline in Gross value added was recorded in the
following sections: (B,C,D,E) Mining and quarrying; Manufacturing;
Electricity, gas, steam and air-conditioning supply; Water supply, sewerage,
waste management and remediation activities by 3.8%, of which in (C)
Manufacturing by 8.5%.

Quarterly Gross domestic product is one of the most important
macroeconomic indicators at the level of total economy. It is the most current
quarterly indicator which is particularly important and necessary for the
analysis of economic trends in the current year, as well as for a reliable early
estimate of GDP for the previous year.

Gross domestic product represents a sum of gross value added of all
activities of total economy minus financial intermediation services indirectly
measured (FISIM) plus net taxes (taxes on products minus subsidies on
products). The calculation of quarterly GDP is based on the same principles
and definitions as annual calculation, that is, on the methodological basis of
the European System of Accounts of 2010, as well as on manuals for
quarterly national accounts of the International Monetary Fund and Eurostat.

Quarterly GDP is calculated using the production approach, at the level of
divisions and sections of the Classification of Economic Activities. For the
calculation of quarterly GDP, the method of extrapolation on output and
intermediate consumption was used. Main sources of data are results of
official statistical surveys (agriculture, industry, construction, trade, hotels and
restaurants, transport, wages and employees, prices, external trade, etc.)
and administrative sources of data (available quarterly financial reports of
enterprises, Ministry of Finance of Republika Srpska, Banking Agency of
Republika Srpska, Insurance Agency of Republika Srpska etc.).

Harmonisation of GDP calculated quarterly and annually is carried out upon
the publishing of annual data, applying the proportional Denton method (by
minimising absolute differences through relative adjustment of quarterly data
— current quarter compared to the previous one), in order to achieve the
consistency of quarterly and annual series of data, with the sum of values of
the four quarters being equal to the value obtained through the annual
calculation.

Seasonal adjustment is a process of decomposition of time series, used to
remove the effects of seasonal fluctuations on their trends. Series of data are
seasonally adjusted at the highest level of aggregation, using the direct
method, using the TRAMO/SEATS method as implemented in the
JDEMETRA+ programme.

Quarterly data for the current year are prone to changes to the moment of the
publishing of data for the fourth quarter. After the publishing of data for the
fourth quarter, quarterly data are prone to changes only for the purpose of
harmonisation with annual data.

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CONSUMER PRICES

Total consumer price index in Republika Srpska in February 2024, in
comparison with the previous month, was 0.5% higher.

Compared to February 2023, total consumer price index was on average 2.8%
higher.

By COICOP division in February 2024, compared to January 2024, index of
Restaurants and hotels was 1.9% higher, index of Transport was 1.3% higher,
index of Alcoholic beverages and tobacco and index of Other goods and
services were 0.7% higher. Index of Food and non-alcoholic beverages, index
of Health and index of Recreation and culture were 0.4% higher, while index
of Housing was 0.1% higher. Index of Communication and index of Education
remained unchanged. Index of Clothing and footwear was 1.2% lower and
index of Furnishings, household equipment and routine maintenance of the
house was 0.3% lower.

In Republika Srpska, the Consumer Price Index calculation is based on the
respresentative list of products, which in 2024 consists of 615 products. Each
month more than 9,000 prices are collected in accordance with defined
sample of retail stores and cities. Prices are collected on six locations (cities):
Banja Luka, Bijeljina, Doboj, Isto¢no Sarajevo, Prijedor and Trebinje. The
sample consists of the most important products and services which residents
buy for their final spending needs.

Prices are collected in accordance with the previously defined schedule of
stores and specifications of products/services. Price collection is conducted
on the following days in a month:

- For agricultural products at public markets, prices are collected twice a
month in the first and third week of each month,

- For all other products, in accordance with current EU regulations, prices are
collected once a month (between the 1st and 21st of each month), and the
same defined schedule and process of collecting these prices are strongly
ensured and repeated.

For calculating the Consumer Price Index it is also necessary to use a
classification of individual consumption (Classification of Individual
Consumption by Purpose - COICOP), which classifies products and services
into twelve basic divisions for which indices are calculcated.

Weights used for the calculation of Consumer Price Index represent the
structure of average consumer spending, that is, they show relative
participation of selected products and services in total purchasing process.
The main source of data for the calculation of weights for Consumer Price
Index is the Household Budget Survey. For calculating the Consumer Price
Index since January 2018 the weights used have been the ones based on the
Household Budget Survey from year 2015. Each year weights are adjusted
according to price fluctuations of the previous year.

For calculating the Consumer Price Index, it is necessary to calculate
elementary indices (product indices) and indices of representative items at
the level of towns first. For this, geometric mean is used as a measure of
average value. Aggregate indices are then calculcated using the Laspeyres
formula for weighted arithmetic mean, beginning with the lowest index of
representative items, towards the level of total index for Republika Srpska.
Basis of reference for calculating the index is year 2015.

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PRODUCER PRICES OF INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTS

Producer prices of industrial products on domestic market in February 2024,

compared to January 2024, remained on average at the same level.
Compared to February 2023 they were on average 2.1% higher and
compared to December 2023 they were 2.0% higher.

By purpose of consumption, in February 2024, compared to January 2024,
prices of energy were on average 0.3% higher and prices of capital goods
were 0.1% higher. Prices of intermediate goods were on average 0.2% lower
and prices of consumer non-durables were 0.1% lower, while prices of
consumer durables remained on average at the same level.

By section of industrial production (PRODCOM), in February 2024,
compared to January 2024, prices of the section (E) Water supply;
sewerage, waste management and remediation activities were on average
0.8% higher, prices of the section (D) Electricity, gas, steam and air-
conditioning supply were 0.4% higher and prices of the section (B) Mining
and quarrying were 0.1% higher, while prices of the section (C)
Manufacturing were on average 0.2% lower.

Producer Price Index is a short-term statistical indicator which shows the
dynamics of industrial products price changes.

Producer selling price of industrial products is a price for which a producer
sells his products to the regular customers on domestic market at maximum
volume, franco loaded into the wagon (truck) at the producer's location. This
price includes reimbursement in case the producer realises it, as well as
commercial rebate and discount the seller gives to the buyer, and also VAT
and excise.

Producer Prices of industrial products are collected according to the
representative list of products which in 2024 consists of 363 products. Each
month 1,159 prices are collected. The most important products by industrial
section are covered.

Questionnaire on producer prices is submitted monthly by 330 chosen
enterprises. These are the largest producers, that is, those that have the
largest realisation by industrial section.

Classification of industrial products is based on the Nomenclature of Industrial
Products in BH/PRODCOM 2021, which is in its base Nomenclature of
Industrial Products in BH 2010, updated in accordance with changes in the
EU PRODCOM list.

Weights used for the calculation of the Producer Price Index represent relative
participation of chosen products in the total value of sale of industrial products
on domestic market. Main source of data for weights calculation is the Annual
Industry Report IND-21 from 2021. Scheme of weights is changed every five
years, while each year weights are corrected for the growth of prices which
had occurred during the previous year.

Producer Price Index of industrial products is calculated on the basis of
elementary indices of products, which represent a measure of the mean price
ratio of the current to base period (December of the previous year).

Aggregate indices, that is, indices of class, division, section, as well as the
overall index, are calculated using the Laspeyres's formula for weighted
arithmetic mean.

Reference year for calculating the index is 2021.

MILK

In February 2024, dairies collected a total of 7 507.3 t of cow's milk, which
represented an increase by 1.2% compared to the same month of the previous
year, while it represented a decrease by 0.4% compared to January 2024.

In February 2024, compared to January 2024, diaries’ production of fermented
dairy products increased by 16.6%, of cream by 15.2% and of butter and other
yellow fatty products by 3.7%. During the same period, production of cow’s milk
cheese decreased by 2.4% and production of consumable milk decreased by
15.8%.

Data published in this Review were obtained through the Monthly report on
collection of cow's milk and dairy products (PO-M-MP-M). Data collection for
this survey is performed using the reporting method. Reporting units are all
dairies on the territory of Republika Srpska (industrial and registered small
dairies). Aggregate data are published for Republika Srpska.

Collected cow's milk comprises amounts of raw cow's milk collected during the
reference period from farmers, directly or via purchasing stations or from own
production. It does not comprise raw cow's milk purchased from other dairies
or imported from abroad.

Consumable milk comprises raw milk, whole milk, semi-skimmed and skimmed
milk containing no additives, intended for immediate consumption only.

Cream comprises cream for direct consumption, with fat content higher or lower
than 29%.

Fermented dairy products comprise yoghurts, liquid yoghurts, soured milk,
acidophilus milk and other fermented products.

Butter and other yellow fatty products comprise various types of butter (melted
butter, butter oil) and other similar products (kaymak cream, various dairy
spreads).

Cow's milk cheese comprises all soft, semi-soft and hard types of cow's milk
cheese, as well as other types of cheese obtained exclusively from cow's milk.

Slaughter of livestock and poultry in slaughterhouses

SLAUGHTER OF LIVESTOCK AND POULTRY

In February 2024, compared to the same month of 2023, an increase by 7.4%
was recorded in the number of slaughtered poultry, while a decrease was
recorded in the number of slaughtered cattle by 1.6%, of slaughtered sheep
by 7.9% and of slaughtered pigs by 15.2%.

During the same period, weight of dressed carcass increased for slaughtered
poultry by 13.8%, while it decreased for slaughtered cattle by 3.3%, for
slaughtered sheep by 16.5% and for slaughtered pigs by 19.3%.

Data published in this Review are a result of the Monthly report on livestock
and poultry slaughter in slaughterhouses (PO-52). The report on slaughter of
livestock and poultry is submitted monthly, separately for legal entities and
their units, and separately for entrepreneurs. Business entities submit data
based on bookkeeping and other records, whereas data concerning
entrepreneur slaughterhouses are obtained from the approved municipal
(veterinarian-inspection) authorities based on available records.

Net weight (weight of slaughtered livestock) refers to weight of cleaned and
cooled down carcass of an animal, i.e. weight of slaughtered, cooled down
and drained animal, after certain body parts are removed, depending on the
livestock type, as follows:

- For horses, it represents carcass weight without skin, intestines, head,
tail, legs to the ankle joint, with kidneys, suet and fat being included in
the carcass weight;

- For cattle, it represents carcass weight without skin, intestines, head,
tail, legs to the ankle joint, kidneys, suet, genitals and udder;

- For pigs, it represents carcass weight without intestines, tongue, bristle,
hooves, genitals, pork belly, kidneys and diaphragm;

- For sheep and goats, it represents carcass weight without intestines,
head, legs to the ankle joint, tail, genitals and udder, with kidneys and
suet being included in the carcass weight;

- For poultry, it represents weight of slaughtered and plucked poultry,
excluding intestines, without head, neck, legs, heart, liver and gizzard.

GREEN MARKETS

Value of sale of agricultural products in green markets in February 2024
amounted to 1,013,444 KM, which, compared to the same month of the
previous year, represented a decrease by 11.5% or 131,890 KM. Compared to
January 2024, value of sale in February 2024 decreased by 7.5% or 82,007
KM.

In February 2024, in total sale group of agricultural products in green markets,
vegetables participated with 31.8%, fruit with 18.7%, milk and dairy products
with 19.4%, group of other products with 9.1%, poultry and eggs with 7.9%,
honey and wax with 6,4%, cereals and cereal products with 3.5%, products of
fruit with 1.9% and grapes with 1.3%.

Data presented in this review were obtained through the Monthly Report on
turnover of agricultural products in markets (TRG-13). The report is submitted
by business entities which provide services of use of market's area and other
market services. Turnover of agricultural products refers to sale by family
agricultural holdings directly to final consumers in organised green markets.

PURCHASE AND SALE

In the fourth quarter of 2023, total purchase and sale of agricultural, forestry
and fishery products amounted to 163,764,487 KM, out of which value of sale
from own production of business entities and their parts accounted for
122,477,998 KM (74.8%) and value of purchase of agricultural products

from family farms for 41,286,489 KM (25.2%).

In the fourth quarter of 2023, compared to the same quarter of 2022, total sale
and purchase value was 6.3% lower, with purchase value being 23.7% lower
and sale value 1.5% higher.

Data on purchase and sale of agricultural, forestry and fishery products were
obtained through the Quarterly report on purchase of agricultural products
from family agricultural holdings, Quarterly report on sale of agricultural
products from own production of business entities and co-operatives, and the
Quarterly report on realised value of sale and average prices of forest

assortments.

Value of purchase is calculated on the basis of prices which business entities
engaged in purchasing paid to family agricultural holdings for purchased
products, and value of sale is calculated on the basis of producers’ selling
prices. Value of purchase and value of sale do not cover: VAT, price of
packaging, transportation costs, keeping and storage costs, rebate, prescribed
bonuses, subsidies and other money incentives producers receive for
delivered products.

PRICE INDICES

Selling price index of agricultural products in the fourth quarter of 2023,
compared to the selling price index in 2020, increased by 41.3%, while
compared to the fourth quarter of 2022 the index decreased by 3.6%.

Purchase prices of input in the forth quarter of 2023, compared to the
average purchase prices in 2020, increased by 29.2%, while compared to
the fourth quarter of 2022 they decreased by 9.5%.

Agricultural selling price indices show the dynamics of changes in prices of
agricultural products, and these comprise crop and animal output.

Purchase price indices of input show changes in prices of input 1 and
changes in prices of input 2.

Agricultural selling price indices were calculated on the basis of prices data
obtained through the Quarterly report on purchase and realisation of
agricultural and fishery output (TRG-31 and TRG-33) and Monthly report on
sale of agricultural products on green markets (TRG-13).

Purchase prices of input 1 and purchase prices of input 2 are collected
through the Monthly report on prices of input.

Agricultural price indicies are calculatied using the Laspeyres's formula, and
the base year for the calculation is 2020. Weights used for the price indices
calculation are based on indicators in economic accounts for agriculture, and
represent the importance of an individual agricultural product in total sale of
agricultural products at the market.

Production of forest assortments

Production of forest assortments in February 2024, compared to February
2023, was 78.1% higher, while sale of forest assortments was 63.5% higher.

Production of forest assortments in the period January — February 2024,
compared to the same period of the previous year, was 67.1% higher. Sale of
forest assortments increased by 54.1% during the same period.

Data on production, sale and stocks of forest assortments were obtained
through the Monthly report on production of forest assortments (SUM-22). This
report is submitted by all enterprises from the forestry sector producing forest
assortments from state forests permanently, regardless of production of forest
assortments being their main activity or not. Since the beginning of 2002, data
on production of forest assortments have been collected according to the
Nomenclature of forestry products and services, which is harmonised with the
List of characteristic activities of the forestry industry and which was prepared
and published by Eurostat — Statistical Office of the European Communities as
an integral part of the Manual on Economic Accounts for Agriculture and
Forestry, at the end of 1997.

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INDICES OF INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION

Presented data were obtained through the Monthly Report on Industry
(M KPS IND-1). The report M KPS IND-1 is submitted by sample enterprises
whose principal activity according to the Classification of Economic Activities
is classified into the following sections (B,C,D) Mining and quarrying;
Manufacturing and Electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply, except
group 35.3. Industrial units of non-industrial enterprises are also covered.

Indices of industrial production are indices of finished industrial products
defined by the current Nomenclature of Industrial Products, which is
harmonised with the EU PRODCOM list.

Gross indices of industrial production are calculated through two phases using
the Laspeyres's formula. In the first phase, average unit gross value added of
products from 2021 is used as weight coefficients. In the second phase, for
groups and all higher levels, weighting is carried out using the structure of value
added from 2022.

Seasonal adjustment has been performed using the TRAMO-SEATS method
on the monthly index series, which starts with the January 2006 index for the
total industry, sections, divisions, as well as for the MIGs. Due to the character
of the implemented seasonal adjustment method, the extension of index series
by adding new monthly observations for each following month could cause
subsequent corrections of already published seasonally and working-day
adjusted indices and trend.

Seasonally adjusted indices indicate that data are adjusted for both seasonal
and working-day effects. Working day adjusted indices indicate that data are
adjusted only for working-day effects.

The presentation and interpretation of indices of industrial production is
harmonised with the EU regulations referring to short-term statistics and
recommendations for the publishing of indices of industrial products.
Accordingly, industrial production is interpreted through the monthly change
rate calculated from seasonally adjusted indices and the annual change rate
calculated from working-day adjusted indices, which are presented in table 6.5.
This allows for the comparison of data for Republika Srpska with data
published by EUROSTAT. Gross indices (indices which are not seasonally or
working-day adjusted) are presented only because of users of data who are
accustomed to this manner of presentation, but the data are not interpreted.

Presented data were obtained through the Quarterly report on construction
work (T KPS GRAD-21). T KPS GRAD-21 is submitted by business entities
whose predominant activity, according to the Classification of Economic
Activities KD BH 2010, which is based on the Statistical Classification of
Economic Activities EU NACE Rev.2, is in the section Construction, as well as
by construction units which are in composition of non-construction business
entities.

Indices of production in construction are based on the performed effective
hours worked on construction sites, in accordance with the Methodology of
Short-Term Business Statistics.

Weights used for the calculation of indices of production in construction are
based on the value of performed construction works.

Seasonal adjustment has been performed with a software tool “JDemetra+”
using the TRAMO-SEATS method on the quarterly index series (@2015=100),
which begins with the index for the first quarter of 2005.

Seasonally adjusted indices indicate that data are adjusted for both seasonal
and working-day effects. Working day adjusted indices indicate that data are
adjusted only for working-day effects.

The presentation and interpretation of indices is harmonised with the EU
regulations referring to short-term statistics and recommendations for the
publishing of indices of production in construction. Accordingly, production in
construction is interpreted through the quarterly change rate calculated on the
basis of seasonally adjusted indices and the annual change rate calculated on
the basis of working-day adjusted indices. This allows for the comparison of
data for Republika Srpska with those published by EUROSTAT. Gross indices
(indices which are not seasonally or working-day adjusted) are presented only
because of users of data who are accustomed to this manner of presentation,
but the data are not interpreted.

External trade balance

Total export of Republika Srpska in February 2024 amounted to
406,385,000 KM, while import in the same month amounted to
588,899,000 KM.

Export in February 2024, compared to February 2023, decreased by 12.6%,
while import increased by 8.3%.

In February 2024, compared February 2023, the value of goods exported to
Croatia increased by 2.5%, to Austria by 2.4% and to Slovenia by 0.8%, while
the value of goods exported to China decreased by 29.3%, to Italy by 18.9%,
to Serbia by 13.8% and to Germany by 1.8%.

In the same month, the value of goods imported from Germany increased by
16.0%, from Serbia by 13.9%, from Austria by 11.6%, from China by 9.2%,
from Slovenia by 5.6% and from Croatia by 5.0%, while the value of goods
imported from Italy decreased by 2.2%.

Source of data for external trade statistics is the Single Administrative
Document on export and import of goods. The content of this document is an
international standard and it is adjusted the needs of different users of data.
The Indirect Taxation Authority is responsible for the collection and control of
validity of single administrative documents.

The Republika Srpska Institute of Statistics takes over reviewed single
administrative documents prepared for automatic data processing from the
Indirect Taxation Authority, and performs further statistical analysis in
accordance with the methodological recommendations of Eurostat.

For the purpose of aggregated statistical presentation and publishing of data
on external trade, the Classification of Activities, which is harmonised with the
NACE rev. 2 Statistical Classification of Economic Activities in the European
Community, is used.

Monthly data for the current year are prone to changes until the moment of
their final annual publishing.

Total retail trade turnover in February 2024, compared to the 2023 average,
was 2.1% higher.

Turnover in retail trade in non-specialised stores in February 2024, compared
to the 2023 average, was 2.6% lower. During the same period, turnover in
retail trade in specialised stores was 6.8% lower and in retail trade of motor
fuels and lubricants it was 0.8% lower.

Data in this Review were obtained through the Monthly Report on Retail Trade
(TRG-1).

Methodology for the survey is based on the EU Short-Term Statistics
Regulation No.1165/98.

The survey covers all enterprises from the Statistical Business Register in the
division 47 of the Classification of Economic Activities and enterprises
registered within other activities which also perform retail trade activity.

Turnover refers to the value of goods sold and services performed during the
month, regardless of whether those were paid for or not. Turnover does not
include value added tax (VAT).

Starting from January 2013, data on turnover in retail trade have been
collected, edited and published by section of activities in accordance with the
Classification of Economic Activities KD BIH 2010, which is in its content and
structure completely harmonised with EU Classification NACE Rev.2.

Turnover in Republika Srpska in the fourth quarter of 2023, compared to the
same period of the previous year, was 7.5% higher, while compared to the
third quarter of 2023 it was 11.6% lower. Compared to the 2022 average,
turnover was 8.3% higher and compared to the 2010 average it was 157.4%
higher.

Data were obtained through the Quarterly report on service activities
(K KPS USL-1), which has been carried out using the sample method since
2015. Survey methodology is based on the Short-term statistics Regulation
EU No.1165/98. The survey covers enterprises from the Statistical Business
Register, in the divisions 55 and 56 of the Classification of Economic Activities,
as well as enterprises registered in other activities which perform catering
activity.

Turnover is value of goods sold and services performed during a quarter,
regardless of these being paid for or not. Turnover does not include Value
Added Tax (VAT).

Entrepreneurs are not covered by the data.

There were 31,664 tourist arrivals in February 2024, which was 18.8% higher
compared to the number of tourist arrivals realised in January 2024, and 88,858
nights, which was 16.6% higher compared to January 2024.

Number of tourist arrivals in February 2024 was 1.2% lower compared to the
same month of the previous year, while number of tourist nights was 0.3%
lower.

In February 2024, Republika Srpska had the capacity of 12,486 permanent
beds.

Data in this Review were obtained through the Monthly report on tourists and
nights (TU-11), provided by hotel and restaurant enterprises and other
enterprises, business entities and organisations that provide services of
guests' accommodation.

Guest books maintained by establishments that provide services of guests'
accommodation are the main source of data for the report TU-11. These
data cover number of tourist arrivals and nights, but not number of tourists.

A tourist is any person travelling to a place other than that of his/her usual
place of residence and spending at least one night in a hotel and restaurant
establishment or some other accommodation establishment, and whose
main purpose of visit may be one of the following: holiday, business
(congresses, fairs and expositions, missions of international organisations
etc.), health, participation in sports events, etc.

Since January 2013, facilities for accommodation in spa resorts, where
people stay for medical rehabilitation, only present arrivals and nights for
persons who pay for the stay themselves.

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Amount of transported goods in the fourth quarter of 2023, compared to the
same period of the previous year, decreased by 12.4%. During the same
period, kilometres covered by freight road vehicles were 4.4% lower, while
amount of work measured by tonne kilometres was 0.5% lower.

Within the road passenger transport activities, number of transported
passengers was 0.8% lower compared to the same period of the previous
year. Bus kilometres covered were 16.3% lower and the amount of work
measured by passenger kilometres was 27.7% lower.

In municipal transport, in the period October-December 2023, compared to
the same period of the previous year, bus-kilometres covered were 19.5%
higher, while number of passengers carried was 11.1% higher.

In railway transport, in the fourth quarter of 2023, amount of transported
goods was 24.2% lower in comparison with the same period of the previous
year, while amount of work measured by tonne kilometres decreased by
35.9%. Number of transported passengers in railway transport increased by
4.3%, while realised passenger kilometres were 3.5% lower.

A decrease was recorded in traffic at airports of Republika Srpska in the
fourth quarter of 2023 in comparison with the same period of the previous
year. Number of international aircraft flights was 18.1% lower, while number
of domestic aircraft flights was 18.1% lower. Number of passengers
transported by international aircrafts recorded a decrease in comparison with
the same period of the previous year, being 10.4% lower.

The goods and passenger transport data were obtained through the
Quarterly report on goods transport and road and municipal passenger
transport (SA/T-11), submitted by enterprises performing transport of goods
and passengers in domestic and international transport.

Transport of goods and passengers performed by enterprises for their own
needs using their own vehicles is not included.

Data on transported passengers and goods in railway transport were
obtained through the Quarterly report on railway transport (SZ/T-11)
submitted by the enterprise "Zeljeznice Republike Srpske", JSC.

Data on postal activities were obtained through the Quarterly report on postal
traffic (PTT/T-11), submitted by the enterprise "Preduzece za postanski
saobracaj Republike Srpske", JSC.

Data on traffic at airports of Republika Srpska were obtained through the
Quarterly report on traffic at airports (SV/T-21), submitted by the enterprise
"Aerodromi Republike Srpske".
