Data in this Release were collected by the Yearly report of
boarding homes for pupils and students (SD) and refer to the number
of pupils and students in boarding homes on 28" February of the
referent year.

Pupils' boarding homes are institutions that provide
accommodation, food and upbringing for pupils of basic and
secondary schools during schooling time out of the parents' place of
residence, as well as for pupils who for other reasons need the
accommodation in home.

Students' boarding homes are institutions that provide
accommodation for students of high schools, faculties, higher schools
and art academies during study time. Apart from accommodation,
students can be also provided with food.

The total number of users of all boarding homes in 2008,
compared to 2000, is 47.1% higher. In comparison with 2000,
number of users of pupils' boarding homes and boarding home for
students in 2008 is 5.5% and 66.4% higher, respectively.

Compared to 2007, the total number of users of all
boarding homes in 2008 is 6.4% higher. In the same period, the
number of pupils' boarding homes increased 12.0%, and number of
users of students' boarding homes is 4.9% higher.

Number of employees in boarding homes for pupils and
students in 2008 is 9.7% higher compared to 2007.
