The Republika Srpska Institute of Statistics is publishing data on expenditure for
formal education in Republika Srpska in 2016, obtained through the financial statistics of
education survey.

The release presents data on public expenditure for formal education by level of
education and data on expenditure for educational institutions by source of funds, by
purpose of consumption and by level of education.

Public expenditure for formal education in Republika Srpska in 2016 amounted to
412,449,848 KM, which accounted for 4.3% of Gross domestic product. The share of
expenditure for formal education in Gross domestic product decreased by 0.2% compared
to 2015.

Ofthe total amount of public expenditure for formal education, 96.3% was allocated
directly to educational institutions, while the remaining 3.7% referred to payments to
individuals/households and private entities.

Of total public expenditure, worth 15279,239 KM, most payments to
individuals/households and private entities referred to higher education 53.6% and to
primary education 38.9%.

Total public and private expenditure and foreign funds for educational institutions
in 2016 amounted to 455,283,257 KM, which accounted for 4.7% of Gross domestic
product.

Of the total amount of expenditure for educational institutions, 87.2% referred to
public expenditure, 12.5% to private expenditure, and 0.3% were foreign funds.

In the structure of total expenditure for educational institutions, expenditure for
preschool education had a share of 7.7%, primary education participated with 45.5%,
secondary education with 20.7% and higher education with 26.1%.

Total expenditure for formal education by purpose of consumption, which
represents the sum of public and private expenditure and foreign funds for educational
institutions, and expenditure of households for educational goods and services outside
educational institutions, amounted to 484,943,662 KM in 2016.

Of the total amount of expenditure for formal education, 477,623,997 KM or 98.5%
referred to current expenditure (material costs, gross wages and expenditure of households
for educational goods and services outside educational institutions), and 7,319,665 KM or
1.5% to capital expenditure.

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METODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS

The purpose of the survey is to obtain internationally comparable data on expenditure for
formal education in Republika Srpska, by purpose of expenditure and by level of
education. Data on expenditure for formal education were calculated in accordance with
the common methodology of three international organizations — UNESCO, OECD and
Eurostat (UOE Methodology).

Coverage

The survey covers public and private expenditure and foreign funds for formal education
in Republika Srpska.

Public expenditure covers expenditure from the government budget and from local self-
government unit budgets. Covered is direct expenditure for instructional and non-
instructional educational institutions, as well as payments to individuals/households and
other private entities.

Private expenditure covers expenditure of households and other private entities for
education. Expenditure of households covers direct expenditure for educational
institutions (accommodation and food for children in kindergartens, damages, fees and
tuition for public and private educational institutions, etc.) and expenditure for educational
goods and services outside educational institutions, required for full participation of pupils
and students in educational programmes (textbooks, notebooks, teaching materials,
professional literature, urban and suburban transport, etc.). Expenditure of other private
entities cover direct payments to educational institutions and payments for financial aid to
pupils and students/households.

Foreign funds cover payments of funds from abroad, directly to educational institutions,
and transfers to central govemment and to local self-government units for the educational
system of Republika Srpska.

Source of data and reporting units

Sources of data for public expenditure for education are ministries financing formal
education and local self-government units. Data on public expenditure are collected
through the annual statistical report “Financial expenditure for formal education
(Questionnaire-UF-J)”, submitted by the Ministry of Education and Culture, units of local
self-government and the Ministry of Science and Technology, for data on the “Dr Milan
Jeli¢” Fund scholarships.

Sources of data for private expenditure are annual accounts of all private educational
institutions and data collected through the annual statistical report (Questionnaire UF-P),
submitted by private educational institutions, as well as the “Questionnaire-UF-J”, partly,
for public educational institutions.

For some data, the sources were surveys carried out by the Republika Srpska Institute of
Statistics, namely:

- Household Budget Survey, for expenditure for educational goods and
services outside educational institutions;

- Research and Development, for expenditure for research and development
in higher education.
The share of expenditure for formal education in GDP is calculated based on GDP
published for the year the “Expenditure for formal education” survey refers to.

DEFINITIONS AND EXPLANATIONS

Formal education is education after the completion of which a person attains a higher
level of education.

Levels of education — expenditure for education is classified by basic level of education in
Republika Srpska, i.e. preschool education, primary education, secondary education and
higher education, in accordance with the current version of the International Standard
Classification of Education.

The basis for the classification of financial data by level of education is main activity or
type of educational programme for which educational institutions are registered.

Expenditure for preschool education covers expenditure for children in creches up to three
years of age and for children in kindergartens from three years of age until enrollment into
primary school, as well as expenditure for children who attended a three-month
preparatory preschool educational programme for primary school enrollment.

Expenditure for primary education covers expenditure for primary education from first to
fifth grade and from sixth to ninth grade of education.

Expenditure for secondary education covers expenditure for general and vocational
education.

Expenditure for higher education covers expenditure for research and development too.

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Public expenditure for education covers all government expenditure for formal
education of youth and adults at central and local government level. It is intended for
public direct expenditure for educational institutions and for public transfers and payments
to pupils and students/households and to other private entities.

Public expenditure for educational institutions cover direct government expenditure for:

- Instructional educational institutions - kindergartens, primary schools,
secondary schools, higher education institutions and institutions for
education of adults in the part referring to formal education,

- Non-instructional educational institutions — Ministry of Education and Culture,
Republic Pedagogical Institute, Institute of Adult Education, Higher Education
Accreditation Agency, boarding homes for pupils and students.

Public payments to pupils and students/households and other private entities cover:

- Payments to pupils and students/households (national scholarships and
scholarships of local self-government units, rewards for pupils),

- Payments to other private entities (subsidies for transport of pupils between
home and school, subsidies for textbooks).

Foreign funds for education cover:

- Foreign funds transferred to the republic and local levels of government, for
the educational system as a whole,

- Foreign funds transferred directly to instructional and non-instructional
educational institutions established by the legislative authorities, and direct
payments to private educational institutions.

Private expenditure for educational institutions covers expenditure of households and
other private entities, paid directly to educational institutions (accommodation and food
for children in kindergartens, damages, fees and tuition for public and private educational
institutions, etc.).

Expenditure of households for educational goods and services outside educational
institutions covers expenditure of households for selected goods and services required
for full participation of pupils and students in educational programmes

Expenditure for educational institutions covers all direct public and private expenditure
and foreign funds for educational institutions.

Expenditure for formal education by purpose of consumption covers all direct public
and private expenditure and foreign funds for educational institutions and expenditure of
households for educational goods and services outside educational institutions.
