At the end of the school year 2020/2021, there were 9,592 pupils who
completed school (grade 9). There were 312 pupils fewer than at the end of the school
year 2019/2020, which represented a decrease by 3.2%. Percentage ratio of male and
female pupils who completed school was 51.1% male and 48.9% female. By year of birth,
most pupils (83.1%) were born in 2006.

During the school year 2020/2021, the number of pupils who changed school
was 1,463 and this number decreased by 0.2% compared to the school year 2019/2020.
The most common reason for the change of school was departure to another school in
Republika Srpska, namely 58.2% if expressed in percentages. During the school year
2020/2021, there were 48 pupils who discontinued schooling, with other reasons (illness,
marriage and other) being the most common reason for discontinuing school (60.4%).
