Decrease in number of new marriages

In comparison with the previous year, there were 175 new marriages fewer
in 2025, with the total number of marriages in Republika Srpska amounting to 4,921.

According to the latest available data provided by Eurostat, for 2024, the
nuptiality rate in the EU-27 was 3.9 marriages per 1,000 inhabitants, while in
Republika Srpska in 2025 the nuptiality rate was 4.5 marriages per 1,000 inhabitants.

The highest number of marriages was concluded between citizens of
Bosnia and Herzegovina

The same trend as in previous years was continued in 2025, which means
that the highest number of marriages was concluded between grooms and brides who
were citizens of Bosnia and Herzegovina. In 2025, there were 4,219 marriages
concluded by couples in which both groom and bride were citizens of Bosnia and
Herzegovina, and these accounted for 85.7% of the total number of marriages. Of the
total number of brides who married citizens of Bosnia and Herzegovina in 2025, 422
or 8.6% have foreign citizenship. On the other hand, of the total number of grooms
who married citizens of Bosnia and Herzegovina, 298 or 6.1% have foreign
citizenship.

Grooms older than brides

Total average age of groom at marriage was 32.6 years, which remained at
the same level as in the previous year. Average age of groom at first marriage was
30.6 years, which represented an increase by 0.1 years in comparison with the
previous year. During the period between 1998 and 2025, the age of groom at first
marriage increased by 2 years.

Total average age of bride at marriage decreased by 0.3 years in comparison
with the previous year and it amounted to 29.4 years, while age of bride at first marriage
in 2025 also decreased by 0.1 years compared to the previous year and is now 27.7
years. Average age of bride at first marriage increased by approximately 3 years during
the period 1998-2025.

Brides in Republika Srpska marry at a younger age than grooms. There were
180 brides in the age group between 15 and 19 years, while there were 30 grooms in
the same age group.

In Republika Srpska, both brides and grooms evidently postpone marriage.
It can be concluded that the Western European marriage pattern characterised by later
entry into marriage and postponement of marriage is becoming more popular, which
leads to decreased natality and therefore to more frequent occurrence of negative
natural increase and decrease in number of inhabitants in certain areas.

DIVORCES BY AGE OF HUSBAND AND WIFE, 2025
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Divorces

In 2025 in Republika Srpska there were 856 divorces. According to the last
common habitual residence of partners, the highest number of divorces was recorded
in the City of Banja Luka 213, followed by the City of Bijeljina 96, the City of Prijedor
78, the City of Zvomik 37 and the City of Tesli¢ 34. Compared to the latest available
data provided by Eurostat, referring to the divorce rates in the EU-27 (2024), Republika
Srpska was below the average. Divorce rate in the EU-27 in 2024 was 1.6 divorces per
1,000 inhabitants, while in Republika Srpska 0.8 divorces were recorded per 1,000
inhabitants in 2025. There were 173.9 divorces per 1,000 marriages.

Average length of marriage prior to divorce was 12.7 years

Out of the total number of couples that got divorced, 24.4% got a divorce
between the first and fourth year of marriage, 20.8% got a divorce between five and
nine years of marriage, while approximately 3.3% of couples got divorced during the
first year of marriage. The percentage of divorces of couples who were married for 25
years or longer was 15.2%.

Average age of husband at divorce was 3.5 years higher than that of
wife

Average age of husband at divorce was 43 years, while average age of wife
was 39.5 years.

The highest number of divorces occurred between partners with no
dependent children, 52.4%, followed by divorces between partners with one child with
26.3%, while 21.3% of divorces occurred between partners with two or more children.

After the divorce, in most cases, women were awarded custody of dependent
children, namely 307 of them or 75.4% of the total number of dependent children. On
the other hand, 52 men were awarded custody of dependent children, which accounted
for 12.8% of the total number of dependent children, while 42 children or 10.3% were
assigned to joint custody of the husband and wife. Other persons were awarded
custody of one dependent child, accounting for 0.2% of the total number of dependent
children. In the category other combinations, there are five dependent children, or
1.2% of them.

Source of data

Reporting units for the collection of statistical data on marriages are register
offices and for the collection of data on divorces courts of competent jurisdiction.

Definitions and explanations

In marriages statistics, an observation unit is every marriage recognised
by law.

In divorces statistics, an observation unit is every marriage dissolved or
cancelled by a valid decision of the court of competent jurisdiction.

Average ages of groom and bride represent average years of age at
marriage.

Average ages of husband and wife represent average years of age at
divorce.

Nuptiality rate represents the ratio between number of marriages and
estimated number of inhabitants in a reference year.

Divorce rate represents the ratio between number of divorces and
estimated number of inhabitants in a reference year.
