The statistical activity 313010 "Internal migration" has been
determined by the Statistical Programme of Republika Srpska for the
period 2005-2008 ("The Official Gazette of Republika Srpska”, No
46/05).

Statistics on internal migration of population collects and
processes data on the number and characteristics of persons who
changed their place of permanent residence within the borders of
Republika Srpska (between municipalities), as well as migration flows
between Republika Srpska and FBiH (between entities), and between
Republika Srpska and Brcko District in a given calendar year.

This release presents the basic data on internal migration for
2008.

The data are shown in absolute figures and refer to the year of
registration - deregistration of residence.

Internal migration on the territory of Republika Srpska is
17 724, out of which 7 045 goes to migration between municipalities,
9 778 between entities and 901 migration between Republika Srpska
and Brcko District.

During 2008, 5 393 people migrated to the territory of
Republika Srpska from FBiH and 500 from Brcko District. From
Republika Srpska 4 385 people migrated to FBIH and 401 to Brcko
District. Total net migration in Republika Srpska is 1 107.

Most of migrants, 6 153, were persons between ages 20 and
34. Their average age in 2008 was 26.3 years.

Changes of residence, considered in terms of gender, are
almost equal, for female population 8 778 or 49.52%, and 8 946 or
50.47 for male population.

Data source

Administrative data source for the statistical activity Internal
migration of population of Republika Srpska is the Agency for
Identification Documents, Registers and Data Exchange of Bosnia
and Herzegovina.

Persons’ legal duty to register changes in their place of
residence s based on the Act on Permanent and Temporary
Residence of BiH Citizens ("The Official Gazette of BiH", No 32/01).
Republika Srpska Institute of Statistics obtains from the Republika
Srpska Ministry of Internal Affairs on a monthly basis and on a
magnetic medium sorted data on registration and deregistration of
residence for the level of Republika Srpska.

Coverage

Data published in this release cover migration on the territory
of Republika Srpska, based on relation between registration and
deregistration of residence of Republika Srpska, FBIH and BiH citizens.

Definitions and explanations
Migration is a spatial movement of people.

Internal migration of population presents migration of persons
between municipalities within the borders of Republika Srpska,
migration between entities, as well as migration between Republika
Srpska and Brcko District.

Place of permanent residence is a municipality or district where a
citizen settles down with the intention to live there permanently ("The
Official Gazette of BiH", No 32/01).

Migrant is a person who for certain personal reasons migrates from
one place to another without the intervention of external compelling
factors.

Immigrants are persons who registered their place of permanent
residence in any settlement of Republika Srpska, while their previous
place of residence was situated in another settlement in Republika
Srpska, FBiH or Brcko District.

Emigrants are persons who deregistered their place of permanent
residence situated in a settlement in Republika Srpska, with an
Iintention to register it in another settlement in Republika Srpska, FBIH
or Brcko District.

Net migration of population is a difference between the number of
immigrants and emigrants of particular area in a given period of time.

Age of migrants is presented as an age reached at the moment of
migration. Each age group includes persons who reached the age
within limits of an interval.
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
